· The school hall. Variations to original fit out and due to overruns at other schools. Austinmer was at one time $150,000 over budget but is now within budget. CAT 6 and fibre optic Cabling that is being installed is much better quality than in original plan. This will enable better quality PA and AV systems to operate in the hall.

· The gate at lower entrance to school has been installed. There are some OH&S concerns with the gate and the potential for children to have their fingers trapped in it. This will need to be reviewed.

· A new demountable has been installed. It will be another 6 weeks before new furniture arrives so operating with old furniture for time being.
· Paul has been invited to attend a meeting on Friday 12th March. This meeting may result in some additional funds becoming available to support students. Consequently, the P&C may not need to provide the level of funding approved for student support at the last meeting. Paul suggested that the P&C defer sending a letter to Verity Firth until the outcome of this meeting is known. Paul will provide information on this to the next P&C meeting scheduled for the 5th May.
