Welcome

The Chairperson welcomed all in attendance at the meeting and thanked them for their participation.
Purpose of meeting
The purpose of the meeting was to consider what amount, if any, should be donated from funds raised last year at the Swimathon fundraiser held in November 2010 to the family of Greta Ruse Brown to assist them and Greta. Greta was a student in year 6 and at the time of the Swimathon had been seriously ill with Leukaemia for most of the year.
A special meeting was needed because the matter could not be dealt with last year due to the timing of the relevant meetings and the failure (by oversight) to include it as agenda item at the meeting of 16 February 2011.

There was general discussion on the appropriateness of such a donation and the amount to be allocated.

Paul Empson had suggested $1,500.00 on the day of the Swimathon in 2010 but no specific amount had ever been indicated to the public was to be donated from funds raised. It was acknowledged on the day however that some of the funds raised by the Swimathon were to be donated to Greta and her family.

The Swimathon in 2010 raised approximately $7,000.00 but this was not finalised until after the last Association meeting for 2010 and no amount could accordingly be donated until approved at the next meeting of the Association.

It was noted that a school fund raising event conducted late last year raised $1,646.60 which was donated to Greta and her family. This was not Association funds.

The Treasurer advised $1500.00 was affordable at this time and there was general consensus to offer no more than this, bearing in mind the fact this would set a precedent of sorts. 
Noted that not all events of a similar nature could be supported on every occasion but each would be assessed on its merits and the funds then available.

Discussion on how such events should be advertised by the Association and subcommittees in the future as events raising funds for a particular purpose deferred to full meeting of the Association.
